
There’s nothing better than making a secret camp in your garden!  

Step 1: find a good spot to build your perfect den

Step 2: space out 4 chairs - back to back (2 each side)

you will need:

STEPS:

•  blankets or sheets

•  4 chairs

•  2 sticks or poles (broom, mop)

•  rug, picnic blanket

•  cushions 

•  books, toys, games, snacks

Step 3: place poles or sticks over the top of the chairs

Step 4: spread blankets or sheets over the top to create a roof

Step 5: you can use pegs or string to secure the roof

Step 6: place a rug or picnic blanket on the ground 

Step 7: add cosy cushions

Step 8: bring your favourite books, toys and games 

...don’t forget the snacks!
